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Baby Brownie Special
The Brownie camera was an affordable, popular, small camera. The Brownie introduced with the concept, the average person could use this simple device to document events in their lives with a snapshot. The popular slogan was, “You push the button, we do the rest.”  Millions of people purchased and used these cameras. Bert Hardy   a famous Picture Post photographer wrote an article supporting the idea that an inexpensive camera could take good pictures. The Famous photographer Ansel Adams used Box-brownie.
The early Brownies were sold in England and had to be redesigned because the original’s loading release was too flimsy and slid off easily. Overtime there would be as many as fourteen different styles of this popular camera. 
Then Baby Brownie Camera was manufactured by the Eastman Kodak Company from 1934 to 1954. The small camera was constructed of glossy black molded bakelite (bakelite is a type of plastic made of synthetic components), with art deco styling. The camera’s art deco style, with strong vertical ribs in a band around the camera was created by Walter Dorwin Teague. The body came in two halves, held together with a sliding metal latch with a small braided leather strap attached to each metal latch.  The camera used 127 films which took exposure of 1 5/8 x 2 ½ inch producing eight images per roll. The Baby Brownie used a fixed focus, meniscus lens using a rotary shutter for direct exposures.  The original cost in 1935 was $1.00. The manufacturing of the camera was discontinued in 1954. 
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
